There are TWO ways to enter your student’s project into the Fair: Online (FREE) or By Mail ($5 each exhibit). 

Please choose only ONE method of entering. 
1.  ONLINE:  Online entries must be completed by 11:59pm, February 11, 2008 and is FREE!  Go to www.MastodonFair.org and follow 
the instructions for entering online. If you enter online, you can print your labels directly onto adhesive labels and modify information until the 
close date of Feb. 11th. 
2.  BY MAIL: Entries must be postmarked by Midnight, February 2, 2008.  There is a $5.00 processing fee per EACH By Mail entry.  
Fill out this entry form and mail it with a check or money order (made out to MASRF for processing fees) and a self-addressed stamped 
envelope that is AS LARGE as the envelope it took for you to mail the entries to us: MASRF ART Registration - P.O. Box 54, Crystal City, 
MO 63019. You will be sent your student Exhibit ID labels by March 7.  Mail entries without payment enclosed will not be processed.
